Project management (PM) solutions are required to address issues of poor
performance and develop the PM capability of people in continuing global
recession:
• Project-related expenditure within the EU accounts for around €3.27 trillion in

2015, based on share of GDP
• The worldwide capital project and infrastructure market forecasts suggests the

PM market will be worth over €7.0 trillion per year by 2025.
• Less than a quarter (22%) of all projects undertaken wholly meet their planned

objectives and 6% of projects are deemed “unsuccessful” costing an annual
estimate of €0.2 trillion
